He made there a full and perfect sacrifice for the whole world; and did 

institute, and in his holy Gospel command us to continue, a perpetual memory of that 

his precious death and sacrifice, until his coming again. 

 

For in the night in which he was betrayed, he took bread; and when he had given 

thanks to thee, he broke it, and gave it to his disciples, saying, “Take, eat, this is my 

Body, which is given for you. Do this in remembrance of me.” Likewise, after supper, 

he took the cup; and when he had given thanks, he gave it to them, saying, “Drink this, 

all of you; for this is my Blood of the New Covenant, which is shed for you, and for 

many, for the remission of sins. Do this, as oft as ye shall drink it, in remembrance of 

me.” 

 

Wherefore, O Lord and heavenly Father, we thy people do celebrate and make, with 

these thy holy gifts which we now offer unto thee, the memorial thy Son hath 

commanded us to make; having in remembrance his blessed passion and precious 

death, his mighty resurrection and glorious ascension; and looking for his coming 

again with power and great glory. 

And we most humbly beseech thee, O merciful Father, to hear us, and, with thy Word 

and Holy Spirit, to bless and sanctify these gifts of bread and wine, that they may be 

unto us the Body and Blood of thy dearly-beloved Son Jesus Christ. 

 

And we earnestly desire thy fatherly goodness to accept this our sacrifice of praise and 

thanksgiving, whereby we offer and present unto thee, O Lord, our selves, our souls 

and bodies. Grant, we beseech thee, that all who partake of this Holy Communion may 

worthily receive the most precious Body and Blood of thy Son Jesus Christ, and be 

filled with thy grace and heavenly benediction; and also that we and all thy whole 

Church may be made one body with him, that he may dwell in us, and we in him; 

through the same Jesus Christ our Lord; By whom, and with whom, and in whom, in 

the unity of the Holy Ghost all honor and glory be unto thee, O Father Almighty, world 

without end. AMEN.

First Reading                                                        Samuel 3:1-10 

Please be seated. 

Now the boy Samuel was ministering to the Lord under Eli. The word of the Lord was rare 

in those days; visions were not widespread. At that time Eli, whose eyesight had begun to 

grow dim so that he could not see, was lying down in his room; the lamp of God had not yet 

gone out, and Samuel was lying down in the temple of the Lord, where the ark of God was. 

Then the Lord called, “Samuel! Samuel!” and he said, “Here I am!” and ran to Eli, and said, 

“Here I am, for you called me.” But he said, “I did not call; lie down again.” So he went and 

lay down. The Lord called again, “Samuel!” Samuel got up and went to Eli, and said, “Here 

I am, for you called me.” But he said, “I did not call, my son; lie down again.” Now Samuel 

did not yet know the Lord, and the word of the Lord had not yet been revealed to him. The 

Lord called Samuel again, a third time.

Second Reading                       1 Corinthians 6:12-20 
 

“All things are lawful for me,” but not all things are beneficial. “All things are lawful for 

me,” but I will not be dominated by anything. “Food is meant for the stomach and the 

stomach for food,” and God will destroy both one and the other. The body is meant not for 

fornication but for the Lord, and the Lord for the body. And God raised the Lord and will 

also raise us by his power. Do you not know that your bodies are members of Christ? 

Should I therefore take the members of Christ and make them members of a prostitute? 

Never! Do you not know that whoever is united to a prostitute becomes one body with her? 

For it is said, “The two shall be one flesh.” But anyone united to the Lord becomes one 

spirit with him. Shun fornication! Every sin that a person commits is outside the body; but 

the fornicator sins against the body itself. Or do you not know that your body is a temple of 

the Holy Spirit within you, which you have from God, and that you are not your own? For 
you were bought with a price; therefore glorify God in your body.
