Jesus said, "No one can serve two masters; for a slave will either hate the one and love the 
other, or be devoted to the one and despise the other. You cannot serve God and wealth. 
"Therefore I tell you, do not worry about your life, what you will eat or what you will drink, 
or about your body, what you will wear. Is not life more than food, and the body more than 
clothing? Look at the birds of the air; they neither sow nor reap nor gather into barns, and yet 
your heavenly Father feeds them. Are you not of more value than they? And can any of you 
by worrying add a single hour to your span of life? And why do you worry about clothing? 
Consider the lilies of the field, how they grow; they neither toil nor spin, yet I tell you, even 
Solomon in all his glory was not clothed like one of these. But if God so clothes the grass of 
the field, which is alive today and tomorrow is thrown into the oven, will he not much more 
clothe you-- you of little faith? Therefore do not worry, saying, `What will we eat?' or `What 
will we drink?' or `What will we wear?' For it is the Gentiles who strive for all these things; 
and indeed your heavenly Father knows that you need all these things. But strive first for the 
kingdom of God and his righteousness, and all these things will be given to you as well. "So 
do not worry about tomorrow, for tomorrow will bring worries of its own. Today's trouble is 
enough for today."

    The Presentation and Examination of the Candidates 
(Parents and godparents please stand; the congregation may be seated) 
 
Celebrant: The Candidates for Holy Baptism will now be presented. 
Parents and Sponsors: I present Anthony Vincent and Zoe Evelyn to receive the Sacrament 
of Baptism. 
Celebrant: Will you be responsible for seeing that the children you present are brought up in 
the Christian faith and life? 
Parents and Sponsors: I will, with God’s help. 
Celebrant: Will you by your prayers and witness help them to grow into the full stature of 
Christ? 
Parents and Sponsors: I will, with God’s help. 
Celebrant: Do you renounce Satan and all the spiritual forces of wickedness that rebel against 
God? 
Answer: I renounce them. 
Celebrant: Do you renounce the evil powers of this world which corrupt and destroy the 
creatures of God? 
Answer: I renounce them. 
Celebrant: Do you renounce all sinful desires that draw you from the love of God? 
Answer: I renounce them. 
Celebrant: Do you turn to Jesus Christ and accept him as your Savior? 
Answer: I do.

He ascended into heaven, and is seated at the right hand of the Father. He will come again 
to judge the living and the dead. 
Celebrant: Do you believe in God the Holy Spirit? 
People: I believe in the Holy Spirit, the holy catholic Church, the communion of saints, the 
forgiveness of sins, the resurrection of the body, and the life everlasting. 
Celebrant: Will you continue in the apostles’ teaching and fellowship, in the breaking of 
bread, and in the prayers? 
People: I will, with God’s help. 
Celebrant: Will you persevere in resisting evil, and, whenever you fall into sin, repent and 
return to the Lord? 
People: I will, with God’s help. 
Celebrant: Will you proclaim by word and example the Good News of God in Christ? 
People: I will, with God’s help. 
Celebrant: Will you seek and serve Christ in all persons, loving your neighbor as yourself? 
People: I will, with God’s help. 
Celebrant: Will you strive for justice and peace among all people, and respect the dignity of 
every human being?

Celebrant: We thank you, Almighty God, for the gift of water. Over it the Holy Spirit moved 
in the beginning of creation. Through it you led the children of Israel out of their bondage in 
Egypt into the land of promise. In it your Son Jesus received the baptism of John and was 
anointed by the Holy Spirit as the Messiah, the Christ, to lead us, through his death and 
resurrection, from the bondage of sin into everlasting life.  
 
We thank you, Father, for the water of Baptism. In it we are buried with Christ in his death.
