Sample Packing List


· Clothes – it will be very chilly when we leave the US, and very warm in Haiti. Dress for travel in layers and pack as minimally as possible. Men and women in Haiti dress nicely at all times: men wear slacks and button down shirts, women wear knee-length skirts. Men should pack at least 2 pairs of pants; women and men both should consider packing more than necessary undergarments – you will sweat, and hand-washing in the sink and line drying is the only available method for cleaning clothes.

· Sleepwear – you will share a room with one or more mission team members

· Shoes – sturdy, closed-toed shoes appropriate for hiking, plus one pair of comfortable slip-ons for walking around the compound.

· Toiletries - Airline approved travel sizes of shampoo, soap, toothpaste, etc.

· Soap and small towel or washcloth

· Toilet paper – roadside bathroom facilities often lack it

· Feminine hygene products – often you cannot flush these and trash cans can be difficult to find; bring a small ziplock bag to collect waste  

· Non-electronic amusements – journal, books, etc. Electricity is unreliable.

· Hat

· Sunglasses

· Camera

· Travel body pouch – if you do not have pockets in your clothing for carrying money, passport, pocket camera, etc. consider getting a waist or cross body bag that is discreet; women should not bring purses

· Cash – US dollars are accepted everywhere in Haiti; $100 - $200 will allow you to tip the cooks in Cange, buy drinks at the local hangout, and purchase small souveniers

· Passport

· Mosquito repellant (Ultrathon)

· Sunscreen

· Medications

· Flashlight

· Earplugs

· Portable snacks – granola/Cliff bars, nuts, pretzles; there are sometimes very long car rides that span mealtimes with no stops
