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Information For Our First Time Guests 
 

All children are welcome to stay with parents in the Sanctuary during worship. However, 
for parents of children ages 0-3 years who want nursery care, we have a well-equipped 
and professionally-staffed nursery at the end of the hall nearest the Sanctuary. Each child 
brought to the nursery is given a number; only the parents of the child can take the child 
from the nursery. If a parent is needed during worship, the child’s number will appear (in 

red LED’s) on the black panels beneath the hymn boards on both sides of the Chancel. Parents, please bring 
diapers, any snacks, and formula as needed for your child. 
 

All baptized Christians are welcome to receive the Sacrament. If you have not been 
baptized, please come to the Altar rail for a blessing during Holy Communion (place 
your arms across your chest to signify your desire for a blessing). If you would like to be 
baptized, please speak with the clergy after the service.  To receive Holy Communion, 
accept the bread in your hand and place it in your mouth, then sip wine from the Chalice 
when it is brought to you (guide the Chalice to your mouth please), or hold the bread, 

dip it in the wine when the chalice comes to you, and place the bread with wine in your mouth. If you are 
allergic to wheat or are gluten intolerant, please let the person serving bread know to give you a rice wafer.

The Lessons 
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A Reading from Acts 10:34-43  
Peter began to speak to Cornelius and the other Gentiles: “I truly understand that God shows no 
partiality, but in every nation anyone who fears him and does what is right is acceptable to him. You 
know the message he sent to the people of Israel, preaching peace by Jesus Christ--he is Lord of all. 
That message spread throughout Judea, beginning in Galilee after the baptism that John announced: 
how God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit and with power; how he went about doing 
good and healing all who were oppressed by the devil, for God was with him. We are witnesses to all 
that he did both in Judea and in Jerusalem. They put him to death by hanging him on a tree; but God 
raised him on the third day and allowed him to appear, not to all the people but to us who were 
chosen by God as witnesses, and who ate and drank with him after he rose from the dead. He 
commanded us to preach to the people and to testify that he is the one ordained by God as judge of 
the living and the dead. All the prophets testify about him that everyone who believes in him receives 
forgiveness of sins through his name.”

Then they 
remembered his words, and returning from the tomb, they told all this to the eleven and to all the 
rest. Now it was Mary Magdalene, Joanna, Mary the mother of James, and the other women with 
them who told this to the apostles. But these words seemed to them an idle tale, and they did not 
believe them. But Peter got up and ran to the tomb; stooping and looking in, he saw the linen cloths 
by themselves; then he went home, amazed at what had happened.

Our organ restoration company (farmerpipeorgans.com) reports that despite numerous setbacks after 
their main workshop was destroyed by arson last March, our organ is approximately 25% complete.  
Although the original date of the organ’s return was due to be, well, about now-ish, there will be a 9-
month delay.  This places the return of our fully renovated organ in late Fall 2016.  Our contract with 
the Farmers has been modified accordingly as a no-cost extension since it is a firm fixed price 
contract.
