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Information For Our First Time Guests 
 

All children are welcome to stay with parents in the Sanctuary during worship. However, 
for parents of children ages 0-3 years who want nursery care, we have a well-equipped 
and professionally-staffed nursery at the end of the hall nearest the Sanctuary. Each child 
brought to the nursery is given a number; only the parents of the child can take the child 
from the nursery. If a parent is needed during worship, the child’s number will appear (in 

red LED’s) on the black panels beneath the hymn boards on both sides of the Chancel. Parents, please bring 
diapers, any snacks, and formula as needed for your child. 
 

All baptized Christians are welcome to receive the Sacrament. If you have not been 
baptized, please come to the Altar rail for a blessing during Holy Communion (place 
your arms across your chest to signify your desire for a blessing). If you would like to be 
baptized, please speak with the clergy after the service.  To receive Holy Communion, 
accept the bread in your hand and place it in your mouth, then sip wine from the Chalice 
when it is brought to you (guide the Chalice to your mouth please), or hold the bread, 

dip it in the wine when the chalice comes to you, and place the bread with wine in your mouth. If you are 
allergic to wheat or are gluten intolerant, please let the person serving bread know to give you a rice wafer.

By faith the people passed through the Red Sea as if it were dry land, but when the Egyptians 
attempted to do so they were drowned. By faith the walls of Jericho fell after they had been encircled 
for seven days. By faith Rahab the prostitute did not perish with those who were disobedient, 
because she had received the spies in peace. 
And what more should I say? For time would fail me to tell of Gideon, Barak, Samson, Jephthah, of 
David and Samuel and the prophets-- who through faith conquered kingdoms, administered justice, 
obtained promises, shut the mouths of lions, quenched raging fire, escaped the edge of the sword, 
won strength out of weakness, became mighty in war, put foreign armies to flight. Women received 
their dead by resurrection. Others were tortured, refusing to accept release, in order to obtain a better 
resurrection. Others suffered mocking and flogging, and even chains and imprisonment. They were 
stoned to death, they were sawn in two, they were killed by the sword; they went about in skins of 
sheep and goats, destitute, persecuted, tormented-- of whom the world was not worthy. They 
wandered in deserts and mountains, and in caves and holes in the ground. 
Yet all these, though they were commended for their faith, did not receive what was promised, since 
God had provided something better so that they would not, apart from us, be made perfect. 
Therefore, since we are surrounded by so great a cloud of witnesses, let us also lay aside every weight 
and the sin that clings so closely, and let us run with perseverance the race that is set before us, 
looking to Jesus the pioneer and perfecter of our faith, who for the sake of the joy that was set 
before him endured the cross, disregarding its shame, and has taken his seat at the right hand of the 
throne of God.
