Jesus went about all the cities and villages, teaching in their synagogues, and proclaiming the good
news of the kingdom, and curing every disease and every sickness. When he saw the crowds, he had
compassion for them, because they were harassed and helpless, like sheep without a shepherd. Then
he said to his disciples, “The harvest is plentiful, but the laborers are few; therefore ask the Lord of
the harvest to send out laborers into his harvest.”

We run a school
supply drive and holiday Angel Tree in addition to supporting LINK, Helping Hungry Kids, and Cornerstones,
among others. We serve the poorest in our state, our nation, and our hemisphere with yearly mission trips to
Dungannon, VA, Pine Ridge Indian Reservation, SD, and Chapoteau, Haiti.

We worship 4 times per week, in English and in Spanish, and we welcome everyone who would like to worship
with us and become a part of our community.
