We run a school
supply drive and holiday Angel Tree in addition to supporting LINK, Helping
Hungry Kids, and Cornerstones, among others. We serve the poorest in our state,
our nation, and our hemisphere with yearly mission trips to Dungannon, VA, Pine
Ridge Indian Reservation, SD, and Chapoteau, Haiti.
