And it came to pass in the month of Nisan, in the twentieth year of King Artaxerxes, when wine
was before him, that I took the wine and gave it to the king. Now I had never been sad in his
presence before. Therefore the king said to me, “Why is your face sad, since you are not sick?

This is nothing but sorrow of heart.” So I became dreadfully afraid, and said to the king, “May the
king live forever! Why should my face not be sad, when the city, the place of my fathers’ tombs,

lies waste, and its gates are burned with fire?” Then the king said to me, “What do you request?” So
I prayed to the God of heaven. And I said to the king, “If it pleases the king, and if your servant has
found favor in your sight, I ask that you send me to Judah, to the city of my fathers’ tombs, that I
may rebuild it.”

Remember Jesus Christ, raised from the dead, a descendant of David-- that is my gospel, for which I
suffer hardship, even to the point of being chained like a criminal. But the word of God is not chained.
Therefore I endure everything for the sake of the elect, so that they may also obtain the salvation that
is in Christ Jesus, with eternal glory. The saying is sure: If we have died with him, we will also live with
him; if we endure, we will also reign with him; if we deny him, he will also deny us; if we are faithless,
he remains faithful-- for he cannot deny himself. Remind them of this, and warn them before God that
they are to avoid wrangling over words, which does no good but only ruins those who are listening.
Do your best to present yourself to God as one approved by him, a worker who has no need to be
ashamed, rightly explaining the word of truth.
