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The Lessons

A Reading from Nehemiah 1:1-10 (New King James Version)

The words of Nehemiah the son of Hachaliah:

It came to pass in the month of Chislev, in the twentieth year, as I was in Slushan the citadel,
that Hanani one of my brethren came with men from Judah; and I asked them concerning the
Jews who had escaped, who had survived the captivity, and concerning Jerusalem. And they said
to me, “The survivors who are left from the captivity in the province are there in great distress
and reproach. The wall of Jerusalem is also broken down, and its gates are burned with fire.” So
it was, when I heard these words, that I sat down and wept, and mourned for many days; I was
fasting and praying before the God of heaven. And I said: “I pray, Lord God of heaven, O great
and awesome God, You who keep Your covenant and mercy with those who love You and
observe Your commandments, please let Your ear be attentive and Your eyes open, that You
may hear the prayer of Your servant which I pray before You now, day and night, for the children
of Israel Your servants, and confess the sins of the children of Israel which we have sinned
against You. Both my father’s house and I have sinned. We have acted very corruptly against You,
and have not kept the commandments, the statutes, nor the ordinances which You commanded
Your servant Moses. Remember, I pray, the word that You commanded Your servant Moses,
saying, ‘If you are unfaithful, I will scatter you among the nations; but if you return to Me, and
keep My commandments and do them, though some of you were cast out to the farthest part of
the heavens, yet I will gather them from there, and bring them to the place which I have chosen
as a dwelling for My name.” Now these are Your servants and Your people, whom You have
redeemed by Your great power, and by Your strong hand.

A Reading from 2 Timothy 1:1-14

Paul, an apostle of Christ Jesus by the will of God, for the sake of the promise of life that is in Christ
Jesus, To Timothy, my beloved child: Grace, mercy, and peace from God the Father and Christ Jesus our
Lord. I am grateful to God-- whom I worship with a clear conscience, as my ancestors did-- when I
remember you constantly in my prayers night and day. Recalling your tears, I long to see you so that I may
be filled with joy. I am reminded of your sincere faith, a faith that lived first in your grandmother Lois and
your mother Eunice and now, I am sure, lives in you. For this reason I remind you to rekindle the gift of
God that is within you through the laying on of my hands; for God did not give us a spirit of cowardice,
but rather a spirit of power and of love and of self-discipline. Do not be ashamed, then, of the testimony
about our Lord or of me his prisoner, but join with me in suffering for the gospel, relying on the power of
God, who saved us and called us with a holy calling, not according to our works but according to his own
purpose and grace. This grace was given to us in Christ Jesus before the ages began, but it has now been
revealed through the appearing of our Savior Christ Jesus, who abolished death and brought life and
immortality to light through the gospel. For this gospel I was appointed a herald and an apostle and a
teacher, and for this reason I suffer as I do. But I am not ashamed, for I know the one in whom I have
put my trust, and I am sure that he is able to guard until that day what I have entrusted to him. Hold to
the standard of sound teaching that you have heard from me, in the faith and love that are in Christ Jesus.
Guard the good treasure entrusted to you, with the help of the Holy Spirit living in us.

The Great Thanksgiving

People: It is right to give God thanks and praise.

Celebrant: It is right, and a good and joyful thing, always and everywhere to give thanks to you,

Father Almighty, Creator of heaven and earth. For by water and the Holy Spirit you have made us a
new people in Jesus Christ our Lord, to show forth your glory in all the world. And so this day we
join with Saints and Angels in the chorus of praise that rings through eternity, lifting our voices to
magnify you as we sing:

Sanctus (S 113) Holy, Holy, Holy John Merbecke
Please kneel or stand, as you are able.

Celebrant: Holy and gracious Father: In your infinite love you made us for yourself, and, when
we had fallen into sin and become subject to evil and death, you, in your mercy, sent Jesus Christ,
your only and eternal Son, to share our human nature, to live and die as one of us, to reconcile us to
you, the God and Father of all. He stretched out his arms upon the cross, and offered himself,

in obedience to your will, a perfect sacrifice for the whole world.

On the night he was handed over to suffering and death, our Lord Jesus Christ took bread; and when
he had given thanks to you, he broke it, and gave it to his disciples, and said, "Take, eat: This is my
Body, which is given for you.

Sanctify us also that we may faithfully receive this holy
Sacrament, and serve you in unity, constancy, and peace; and at the last day bring us with Timothy
and all your saints into the joy of your eternal kingdom.
